In our office at BBBS we had two participants Mitchell from Yellowknife NWT, and Nafisa 
from New Delhi, India. Two days a week they have been working in the BBBS office helping with events such as the Gal-
axy Filmfest, A Taste of India: Cultural Night, and the Santa Claus parade. Two days a week they have gone to Princess 
Margaret P.S. to spend time mentoring children through the In-School Mentoring Program. We asked them a few ques-
tions about their experiences with the program:

What sort of activities did you do with your 
Mentee? 

The In-School Mentoring was really a good experi-
ence for me. It was dealing with the kids, those 
who need special care. The activities which I was 
involved was playing basket ball, reading story 
book with them, making crafts, and other actives.

Do people in Yellowknife resent Ontario and feel al ienated 
from Canada as a whole? 

Absolutely not! I know this feeling may be present in other parts of 
Canada, but Northerners know that where they live is incredibly 
unique.  Most people who are there want to be there, so regard-
less of what is happening in Ontario I feel as though most people 
are content. It is distanced from the rest of Canada in some ways, 
but those distances are usually good.�
